AVAILABILITY

Service under this schedule is available to all members of the Cooperative with demands of less than 50 kW.  Approval of the Cooperative must be obtained prior to the installation of any motor having a starting current in excess of 260 amps. Service under this schedule is subject to the established Service Rules and Regulations of the Cooperative, which may be amended from time to time.
TYPE OF SERVICE

Standard service under this schedule shall be single- or three-phase, 60-hertz alternating current, at one of the Cooperative's standard secondary voltages.

MINIMUM MONTHLY CHARGE
A.
Single-Phase Service – The minimum monthly charge shall be $26.35
B. Three-Phase Service – The minimum monthly charge shall be the greater of $48.35 or $1.75 per kVA of transformer capacity.

SEASONAL – TOBACCO BARNS, WATER PUMPS, ELECTRIC FENCES

A. Seasonal service shall be available to members for water pumps, electric fences, and tobacco barns normally used for a fractional part of the year for the stated purpose.

B. The seasonal minimum for each service shall be the appropriate minimum monthly charge as stated above times twelve, payable prior to connection.

C. The annual meter reading date for seasonal consumers is April 15th.
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CONTRACT PERIOD

The contract period shall not be less than one year.

WHOLESALE POWER ADJUSTMENT

The above charges per kWh will be increased or decreased by 0.001 cents per kWh or major fraction thereof, adjusted for line loss, by which the Cooperative's cost of purchased power per kWh exceeds or is less than the base cost of power as shown in the Wholesale Power Adjustment Clause. 

TERMS OF PAYMENT

Bills are due when rendered and are payable within fifteen (15) days from the date of the bill.  If any bill is not so paid, the Cooperative has the right to suspend service in accordance with its service regulations.

SALES TAX 

Any applicable State and local sales taxes will be added to all service billed under this schedule.
